The Solo this year will be from the same book that was used last year - "24 Italian
Songs and Arias". Sopranos/Tenors from the Medium High book, Basses/Altos from the
Medium Low Book.

The solo will be "Alma del Core" which will be found on pg 11. There will be cuts
announced to the solo prior to the audition and as soon as those cuts are decided by the
committee they will be posted.

The solo must be sung in Italian and a pronunciation guide will be provided shortly.

The quartet will be: If Ye Love Me by Tallis - no repeats. (the version we are using is

As always, there will be a 5 measure sight-reading example - the exact guidelines for
the sightreading appear in the All-State Handbook published by the DMEA and posted
online.

Students selected MUST attend all rehearsals AND must pass the hearing to continue
in either of the Senior Choirs. The dates of the rehearsals and hearing will be published

at a later time.
