From the North:

Take Route 1 South towards Dover

Go over the canal.

Take exit 104 (Scarborough Rd).

After the toll go to the light and get in one of the left turn lanes.

Make a left onto 13 S (North Dupont Hwy).

After the Dover Inn there will be a dunkin donuts on the right.

Make a right at the next light after the dunkin donuts. (Route 8 / Dvision Street).
Make a right at the second light (Kent Ave).

You will see the school at the next stop sign.

Go to the auditorium entrance at the far left side of the building. (Look for the columns).

From the South: Rt. 13

Take Rt. 13 North to Dover. Pass the Rodney Village Shopping Center on the left. Go through a traffic
light (at Webb’s Lane with Wendy’s on the corner) there should be 2 car dealerships (Townsend Bros.
Chevrolet, and Nisson). Get in the left lane and make a left after two more traffic lights onto State Street.
(There is a new light for the Puncheon Run exit ramp, then the one at State Street where you should
turn.)

After the left turn you will pass South Elementary, and Kent General Hospital, (Bay Health Medical
Center). Go through the light for Lockerman Street (PNC Bank will be there). Go through 2 more lights




and then make a right at the next block (Delaware Ave). At the stop sign (corner of Pennsylvania &
Delaware Aves.) you should see the auditorium. Park and enter through the main doors at the columns.

From the South: Rt. 113

Take Rt 113 North. A few miles north of Milford, pass Barrett’s Chapel on the right and Webb'’s Nursery
on the left. Get in the left lane and at the traffic light in Little Heaven, go left onto Alt. 113. (This will
eventually become State Street.) Continue on Alt.113/State Street Ext. through Magnolia (be sure to stay
well under the posted limit of 25 mph in Magnolia) into Dover. Cross over Rt. 13 and pas South
Elementary and Kent General Hospital (now called Bay Health Medical Center).

Go through the light for Lockerman Street (PNC Bank will be there). Go through 2 more lights and then
make a right at the next block (Delaware Ave). At the stop sign (corner of Pennsylvania & Delaware
Aves.) you should see the auditorium. Park and enter through the main doors at the columns.
